Transitioning to Your Incoming Board 
~ By Stacia Saaler, TVC PTA EVP & Leadership Committee Chairman 

 The word ñtransitionò means to move from one place to another, whether 

itôs a location or a position. 

 Each board needs to decide how the transition from the current term to the 

ñnewò term will take place. The outgoing board really should want the 

incoming board to be successful in the coming year. Work with the outgoing 

president to plan out how the transfer of information will take place. You can 

even include a date for resources and procedure books to be turned over to 

successors in your standing rules. Procedure books should include bylaws, job 

descriptions, planning guides, committee reports, budgets, evaluations, officer 

contact information, flyers.  PTA resources, including procedure books, belong 

to PTA and need to be passed on to the incoming board. 

 Transition planning is important for the organizationôs continued success. 

Donôt leave the incoming board members hanging.  Start holding Board-Elect 

meetings shortly after elections take place.   Your first board-elect meeting is 

an ideal time to invite the current yearôs board to join in the evaluation of the 

yearôs programs and events using the ñStart, Stop, Continue, Changeò 

method.  Ask both outgoing and incoming board members to list new programs 

or events theyôd like to START, previous programs/events they would like to 

STOP holding, previous programs they would like to CONTINUE , and 

previous events they would like to continue but maybe CHANGE a little. 

Download & save this PRINTABLE FORM  you can distribute to all board 

members. Ask that everyone keep the discussion positive; avoid criticizing the 

outgoing boardôs plans or making negative comments. 

With the outgoing president, encourage outgoing board members to mentor 

their successive officer or chairman. It gives the successor a feel for the job and 

accurate expectations, and gives the outgoing board member a chance to share 

their experience and advice. 

Holding a planning transition meeting as a team will build stronger, more 

confident leaders and lay the foundation for success in the next term.

 Welcome back! Itôs hard to believe that there are only seven more weeks left 

of the 2010-2011 school year! As we get busy with end of year activities, please 

plan to take some time to organize and update your PROCEDURE BOOKS.

WHOOPING COUGH 

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENT 
Whooping cough (pertussis) has been 
widespread in California. Many students 
have had to miss school because they 
were sick.  To help protect your children 
and others from whooping cough, a new 
California law now requires students to 
be vaccinated against whooping cough.   

For the 2011-12 school year only, all 
students entering 7th through 12th grades 
will need proof of an adolescent whooping 
cough booster shot before starting school.  
By law, students who do not have proof of 
receiving a Tdap, TDaP, or DTP booster 
shot on or after their 7th birthday will not 
be able to start school until proof is 
provided to the school. 

We want to make sure your child starts 
school on time. Get your childôs pertussis 
immunization now. A  Tdap, TDap, or 
DTP given on or after 7th birthday will 
meet the requirement.  You will need to 
provide proof of your childôs immunization 
in order for him/her to start school. 

A Personal Beliefs Exemption Form is 
available at each school site. Parents will 
be required to sign the PBE affidavit at 
the school site.  

Getting the adolescent whooping cough 
shot now will not only help protect your 
child against the ongoing threat of 
whooping cough but will also meet the 
new school requirement.  If you have any 
questions, please contact your primary 
care physician.
