URGENT! NEW STATE REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL UNITS! 
 Many changes are coming in the next few months, which will require all 

non-profits to file a Form 199 for STATE taxes, receive a Charitable Trust 

Number, and file an RRF-1 Form.  Each of these items will be REQUIRED 

FOR ALL UNITS.  TVC PTA is going to do its best to walk all units through 

this process.  Please be on the lookout at your school for a letter from the 

Franchise Tax Board with your new STATE ENTITY NUMBER (this is 

different than your Federal Tax ID number).   If you did not receive your entity 

number you can call the Franchise Tax Board exemption department at 1 (800) 

852-5711; select Business Entities information, and then select option 4 to 

speak to a representative. 

HERE’S WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW NOW: 

1. As soon as possible units must apply for a CHARITABLE TRUST 

NUMBER from the Attorney General’s office for the 2011-12 school year.  

You must fill out the registration form and send it in, along with the $25.00 

registration fee, a Letter of Determination (council will contact units with 

specific information on this document very soon), and a copy of your bylaws 

(dated within the last 3 years).  See the CHECKLIST, INSTRUCTION 

GUIDE, and FORM.  Once you receive your Charitable Trust number, it 

must be renewed annually, starting in 2012-13 using the RRF-1 form (due in 

December 2012).  More information on the RRF-1 Form will be forthcoming 

before the 2012-13 school year. 

2. Each unit will be required to file a STATE TAX FORM 199 starting for the 

2010 fiscal year (we are currently in the 2010 fiscal year!).  The first filing is 

due NOVEMBER 15, 2011; the same day your federal return is due.  For 

units whose annual gross receipts are under $25,000 a Form 199N is required.  

Units with annual gross receipts over $25,000 must file a form 199, and a 

$10.00 fee will apply annually.   NOTE: Units must still file Federal taxes 

with the IRS:  gross receipts under $50,000 will file a 990N, equal to $50,000 

and less than $200,000 will file a 990EZ, $200,000 or over will file a 990.  

Please consult a tax professional for information on filing taxes.  ALSO NEW 

THIS YEAR: tax filings (both State and Federal) MUST BE APPROVED 

BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD PRIOR TO FILING.  Please keep this in 

mind as the November 15th filing due date nears.  It’s a good idea to start 

working on those taxes as soon as possible after school starts! 

3. Each unit who plans to hold drawings, raffles, or gaming activities must 

register their raffles with the state Attorney General’s office.  There is a 

$20.00 fee to register your raffles, and the registration period runs from 

September 1st to August 31st.  This year, a Charitable Trust number is 

required in order to register your raffle, so it is imperative that you apply 

for your Charitable Trust number as soon as possible!  Forms to register 

your raffle can be found at the state Attorney general’s website: http://

ag.ca.gov/charities/raffles.php 

 TVC PTA will be conducting workshops to walk units through the 

Charitable Trust and Raffle Registration forms as soon as we can, but please 

start working on this process NOW.  Please contact a tax professional with any 

questions regarding Federal or State Tax filing requirements or questions.
